Either (a)
Re-read the section from Part 1, Chapter 19, beginning near the start of page 175 [Penguin edition] ("So, when we had walked home...") to page 178 ("...it had morally laid upon his back...Trabb's boy.").

What is the relationship of this section to the rest of the novel? In answering the question, you should refer in detail to episodes before and after this one.

Or (b)
Look again at Part 3, Chapter 56 (the whole chapter, from page 465 [Penguin edition] to page 470).

How does this chapter contribute to the reader's understanding of Pip both here and elsewhere? In answering the question, you should refer to passages from three or more of the earlier parts of the novel.
